Clarification of CXU-3 A/B Signal Cartridge Testing Requirements

The following is provided to clarify testing requirements for the CXU-3 A/B Signal Cartridge solicitation W52P1J04R0011:

All inspection and testing required by ADL1371AS100 and solicitation W5P1J04R0011 are contractor responsibility to be performed at origin by the contractor and witnessed by government representatives. 

In addition to the drawing requirements, AS2634 Prime Item Product Fabrication Specification for CXU-3 A/B Signal Cartridge details the specific performance and testing required.  The following AS 2634 paragraphs shall be changed to read as follows:


“4.3 First Article Sample.  The contractor shall prepare a sample of 150 cartridges for the first article sample.  The contractor shall perform the first article examination and testing as specified in Table I as applicable.  Examination and testing results shall be presented to the government as required by contract for evaluation and approval.”


“4.5.1.1 Static Function Test.  The cartridges shall be tested by the contractor in accordance with AD 913, Static Function Test Procedures for Practice Bomb Signal Cartridges.  Defectives are cartridges failing to meet the requirements of 3.5.1.1.”   


“4.5.2.4 Vibration Test.  The cartridge shall be subjected to the vibration test of MIL-STD-810, Method 514.2 Procedure I, Figure 514.2-2 Curve J.  The cartridges shall be assembled to the test equipment using test fixture SA 2522961 or contractor designed test fixture.  The contractor designed test fixture shall be submitted for government evaluation and approval prior to use for first article or quality conformance testing.”

AD 913 Static Function Test Procedure for Practice Bomb Signal Cartridge details the procedures for conducting the static function test.  The following AD 913 paragraphs shall be changed to read as follows:


“2-2 EQUIPMENT.  The following list of equipment or equal will be required unless otherwise specified by the proper authority.

1. Time Interval Meter, Model No. CF-630-2, Manufactured by Anadex Corporation, or equivalent.

2. Firing Control Box.  See Figure II.

3. Pulse Battery Box. See Figure III.

4. Safety Interlock.  See Figure IV.

5. Static Firing Fixture for MK 4 MOD 3 Signal Cartridge in accordance with Naval Surface Warfare Center, Crane Division drawing RDT-72-F-104 or contractor designed fixture. (Contractor fixture design shall be submitted for government evaluation and approval.)

6. Static Firing Fixture for CXU-3A/B Signal Cartridge in accordance with Naval Surface Warfare Center, Crane Division drawing SA 2888037 or contractor designed fixture. (Contractor fixture design shall be submitted for government evaluation and approval.)

7. 4H drafting lead or equal.

8. CRC 2-26 Lubricant or equivalent.

9. SAE oil or equivalent.”   

“3-1 GENERAL.  This test system consists of a test fixture with a breach and barrel assembly, as depicted on drawing RDT-72-F-104, SA 2888037, or government approved design, with a set-up as depicted on figure I.  Upon activation…requirements of the applicable specification.  (See 1-2).”
