INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETION OF BIDDING TEMPLATE

1.
There are two bidding templates (Microsoft Excel spreadsheets) for this solicitation.  One template is for prices with first article acceptance testing, and the other is for prices without first article acceptance testing, and they are labeled as such.  The offeror shall complete both templates and return them with the proposal as required by Section L.  

2.
The offeror should enter his name, address, and the date the matrices were completed in the shaded green spaces provided at the top of the first worksheet for each template.  The remaining worksheets will automatically copy this information.   

3.  
Each template contains a separate worksheet for each DODIC (15 total).  Each worksheet contains five tables.  The first table, labeled “Cartridge Prices w/ First Article Acceptance Testing”, provides space for the offeror to enter his range quantities and cartridge only unit prices
.  Tables two through five (located under the heading “Shipping Unit Prices”) provide space for the offeror to enter the proposed shipping unit prices for the destination specified by each table.  These tables will also automatically copy the range quantity information entered by the offeror in the first table.

4.
The offeror shall enter his quantity ranges and unit prices in the shaded green spaces provided for each table.  The following applies to the proposed quantity ranges and unit prices:

a.
Quantity Ranges:

(1)  The offeror’s first range shall start with 0 as shown under the column labeled “Range Start Qty” for range 1.  The maximum quantity of the first range shall be entered in the column labeled “Range End Qty” for range 1.  

(2)  If the “Range End Qty” for range 1 is less than the DODIC’s maximum quantity, the contractor shall enter the beginning and ending range quantities for the next range on the line for range 2 under the appropriate columns.  This process shall be continued until the contractor’s maximum “Range End Qty” equals the maximum quantity shown for that DODIC.  The contractor is limited to a maximum of four ranges.  

(3)
If more than one range is offered, the starting quantity of the succeeding range must be equal to the “Range End Qty” of the preceding range plus 1.  No gap will be allowed between the ranges.

(4)
As indicated by the templates, the same range quantities will apply to each year, and each shipping destination.  Offerors will not be permitted to offer different ranges for each year, or for the shipping destinations.

(5)
The range quantities offered for each DODIC shall be the same for both the “with” and “without first article” templates.  

b.
Unit Prices:

(1)
The offeror shall enter the firm fixed priced cartridge unit prices applicable to each range offered in the green spaces provided on the first table.  The firm fixed priced shipping unit prices shall be entered in the green spaces provided in tables two through five.    

(a)
The cartridge unit prices shall include all costs and associated profit to manufacture and package the ammunition.  It shall also include any other costs expected to be incurred other than shipping costs (e.g., program and contract administration costs).  

(b)
The unit price for shipping of the ammunition shall include only the actual cost of shipping plus it’s associated profit.  This price shall not be included in the cartridge unit price.

(2)
Cartridge and shipping unit prices must be offered for each of the five years for each range offered.  Shipping unit prices must be offered for each destination.    

(3)
Unit prices shall be provided in US dollars to four decimal places.  No more than four decimal places shall be allowed.

4.
Offerors who fail to fully comply with these instructions may be determined ineligible for award.
