  Information to be submitted:

          Factor 1: Manufacturing Plan

              Subfactor 1a: Essential Processes and Procedures: The plan must describe a manufacturing plan, which will ensure that the 5”/54 Proj MPTS will be manufactured in accordance with the applicable technical data and must include a complete description of facilities, equipment, capacity and processes to be utilized to fabricate the 5”/54 Proj MPTS. Plan shall include data to verify that the manufacturing facility needs of the program will not be adversely impacted by the needs of existing or projected programs and equipment (forge furnace, forging presses, heat treat, and machine capability) is in place to perform the operations required.  Data shall include assignments of floor space, machines, or other units of resources to programs and other data used by the contractor. 

               Subfactor 1b: Essential Skills: The plan shall address the essential skills, knowledge, and availability of the offeror’s labor force to include management, quality, engineering, and production. Data shall include specific skills required and the recruitment plan to fill any vacant positions. The plan shall provide an organization chart for the performance of the contract including the relationship and interface of the offeror’s various organizational elements, including Government and subcontractors.

               Subfactor 1c: Quality: 

(i) General Quality Plan: The plan must

demonstrate that the offeror’s quality system meets the requirements of ANSI/ASQC 9001/9002 or an equivalent quality program and is acceptable to the government.  The offeror’s description of its Quality System must define its organizational structure, responsibilities, procedures, processes, and resources proposed for implementing quality management i.e. Level I General Quality Assurance Plan. 

(ii) First Article: The offeror shall discuss

its approach to meeting the First Article requirements and provide a time-phase schedule indicating the integration of inspection and testing requirements, procedures and plans, and primary raw material deliveries.

          Factor 2: Past Performance:

         Subfactor 2a:  On-Time Delivery: Offerors shall provide information regarding recent, relevant past performance in the areas of timeliness of deliveries.  Recent is defined as occurring within the past three years prior to the solicitation’s closing date, but the Government’s evaluation of those proposals can consider performance that occurs until the date of award.  Relevant is defined as having previously produced like or similar items.  The offeror must provide information for deliveries made, deliveries scheduled-to-be made, and deliveries rescheduled-to-be made during the period of recent past performance.  Include all supporting information for verification purposes concerning all these covered deliveries, even though this supporting information may precede the period defined as recent above.  For verification purposes, offerors should furnish a point of contact/name, phone number, contract number and dollar value of recent, relevant contracts.  The original delivery schedule will be compared to the actual delivery schedule to determine whether deliveries were made on time and whether there were any slippages.  If so, include the reasons for those slippages, and whether a revised delivery schedule was incorporated.  Sources available to the Government other than the contractor’s proposal will be used to evaluate past performance.  Sources such as, but not limited to, contracting and pre-award offices at other commands may be used to gather information.  In addition, the Government has the right to consider information regarding contractor performance up to the date of award.  

        Subfactor 2b:  Quality:  Offerors shall provide information on their recent and relevant performance in the area of quality assurance, including quality assurance standards applied on recent, relevant contracts. The Government will evaluate all relevant quality issues that it discovers during the period of recent performance, regardless of when the actual delivery was made.  The offeror’s process to improve product quality will be evaluated.  The offeror will be required to submit data explaining corrective actions that have been taken to improve its process (es) and/or resolve their quality problems. The offeror will be required to disclose information about previous Quality Deficiency Reports (QDRs), Corrective Action Requests (CARs), Requests for Waiver (RFWs), Requests for Deviations (RFDs), First Article Test Failures, Lot Acceptance Failures, Ballistic Lot Acceptance Failures and/or other product quality or related problems.  The offeror’s submission must be clear and concise when describing the deficiency, stating the corrective action and when it was implemented.  

     Factor 3: Price: The offeror will submit a firm fixed price in Schedule B of the solicitation.  The offeror will submit a price for the evaluated option in Section I of the solicitation.  If the Offeror does not propose an option price, the lowest price offered/bid in the schedule for item 0001 shall be the price used for evaluation/award of any option quantities.  Total plus basic option prices will determine the overall/total evaluated price.

    Factor 4: Small Business Utilization:

1.  All offerors (small, large and foreign) are required to identify the extent to which the following small businesses and educational institutions will be utilized in the contract: 

a) Small Businesses (SBs), Veteran-Owned Small Business (VOSB), Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business (SDVOSB), Small Disadvantaged Businesses (SDBs), Women-Owned Small Businesses (WOSBs), Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone) Small Businesses, hereinafter all referred to as SB; and 

b) Historically Black Colleges, Universities and Minority Institutions (HBCU/MI’s). 

2.  For Small Businesses, as identified by the size standard for the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code applicable to this solicitation, the offeror's own participation as a SB or HBCU/MI is to be identified and will be considered in evaluating small business utilization.

3.  Small Business Utilization

 
(a) The offeror is to provide in the format below; company name, products/services and the estimated dollar value, type of SB, HBCU/MI’s, Large Businesses who would participate in the proposed contract, estimated total SB subcontracting dollars, and the estimated total contract value.

           (b)  Realism - All offerors are to provide a detailed description of their methods used to promote, monitor and small business utilization, as prescribed by FAR 52.219​-8, in contracts performed within three years prior to the initial solicitation closing date for the same or similar items.

(i) Large business offerors shall document their performance using information prescribed by FAR 52.219-9 “Small Business Subcontracting Plan”, in contracts within three years prior to the initial closing date, for the same or similar items.

(ii) The documentation shall include their actual performance in utilizing SB and HBCU/MI contractors, such as the most recent SF 294 for each relevant contract.

(iii) If the large business proposes substantially different small business utilization than experienced on similar work in the past, they must explain how they will accomplish that higher/lower proposed level.

(iv) Large businesses that have not had a contract in the past three years incorporating FAR clause 52.219-9, shall so state.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR OFFERORS:

For the purposes of this solicitation, offers must include Best Value data with the original proposal.  Data requested for evaluation has been clearly identified in Section L of the solicitation. Data submitted may represent either Government or Commercial contracts; however, the data must be recent (within 3 years of the initial closing date of the solicitation, (however, the Government has the right to consider information up to the date of award) and relevant to the item being procured.  If the Offeror has no recent or relevant past performance, this information should be stated for evaluation purposes.  Discussions will not be opened for the sole purpose of allowing offerors to submit their initial best value data. Proposals received with no Best Value Data may be considered unacceptable and the Offeror will be rated “unknown” for past performance, “poor” for manufacturing plan, and “marginal” for small business utilization without opening discussions to allow for the submission of data that should have been submitted with the initial proposal.
