ADDITIONAL SOLICITATION CLAUSE

SECTION M EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD (BASIS FOR AWARD, FACTORS AND SUBFACTORS TO BE EVALUATED, EVALUATION APPROACH) 15.204-5(C) OCT 1997

M-2 The following are the evaluation factors for award:

A best value, competitive, firm fixed price contract is contemplated for award.  There will be a 150% evaluated option included in this award.  The solicitation will be restricted to 100% small businesses. 

     Award will be made to the offeror whose manufacturing plan, recent and relevant past performance, and price provides the best value to the Government.  Recent is defined as occurring within the past three years prior to the solicitation’s closing date, but the Government’s evaluation of those proposals can consider performance that occurs up to the date of award.  Relevant is defined as having previously produced like or similar items.  Like or similar items are defined as items that have been produced utilizing the similar manufacturing processes, essential skills and unique techniques needed to produce the MK124 Mod 0 Signal.  A like item shall also have performed under similar performance parameters and environmental conditions as the MK124 Mod 0 signal.

The Government reserves the right to determine whether an item is like or similar.

For the purpose of this acquisition, offeror is defined as prime contractor and subcontractors.

The Government expects to award the contract to that Offeror who is determined to represent the “best value” to the Government.  Best Value is determined by an integrated assessment of the evaluation factors.  Any area of the offer requiring clarification will be referred to the Procuring Contracting Officer for resolution.  The Procuring Contracting Officer reserves the right to contact the offerors for clarification, without opening discussions.  The Government anticipates awarding a contract without opening discussions and without a site visit. However, the Procuring Contracting Officer reserves the right to open discussions, if necessary.  The evaluation team may determine that an on-site visit or a Capability Study of the Offeror’s facility (of those offerors determined to be in the competitive range), may be necessary for clarification purposes, however, offerors are cautioned that the Government intends to award without site visits, if practical. The competitive range shall include all of the most highly rated proposals unless the range is further reduced for purposes of efficiency.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR OFFERORS:

For the purposes of this solicitation, offerors must include Best Value data with the original proposal.  Data requested for evaluation has been clearly identified in Section L of the solicitation. Data submitted may represent either Government or Commercial contracts; however, the data must be recent (within 3 years of the initial closing date of the solicitation, however, the Government has the right to consider information up to the date of award) and relevant to the item being procured.  If the Offeror has no recent or relevant past performance, this information should be stated for evaluation purposes.  Discussions will not be opened for the sole purpose of allowing offerors to submit their initial best value data. Proposals received with no Best Value Data may be considered unacceptable and the Offeror will be rated “unknown” for past performance, and “poor” for manufacturing plan, without opening discussions to allow for the submission of data that should have been submitted with the initial proposal.
