Al
directions, conmmunications, interpretations, orders and simlar actions of the SAR shall be reduced to witing pronptly and copies
furnished to the Contractor and to the Contracting Officer. The Contracting O ficer shall pronptly counternand any action which exceeds
the authority of the SAR

(d) Governnent response. The Contracting Oficer shall pronptly, within (to be negotiated) cal endar days after receipt of

notice, respond to the notice in witing. In responding, the Contracting Oficer shall either-

(1) Confirmthat the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the node of
further perfornmance;

(2) Countermand any conmuni cation regarded as a change;

(3) Deny that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary dir
